~ Fifth and Sixth Grade ~

Math: (Group One) Fifth graders are working with graphs. Group Two (sixth) are starting a unit over multiplying and dividing fractions.  Group Three (sixth advanced) are working with percentages.

Spelling: Regular tests this week.   

Social Studies: Our new unit is over the Early Roman world.  

Bible: We continue looking at Amos and start on Isaiah this week.  Our memory work is a somewhat lengthy selection, Isaiah 53:1-7, so extra practice at home would be good.

Bible: 7 & 8 Bible:  Our new unit is over Abraham.  The memory work is Hebrews 11:8, 10, 16.  We will have a test over both the memory work and the unit next week, Thursday.

I hope everyone enjoyed the week off! New assignment sheets have been emailed to parents. I have also distributed a monthly calendar that lists homework assignments and shows quiz and test dates.

Spanish 5/6 We will continue to work on the current list of nouns. If students would like to have a second picture sheet to make flashcards at home, please let Mrs. Rachow know. 

7th and 8th 7th grade will be learning common descriptive adjectives and where they are positioned in a sentence. (after the noun!) There will be a quiz on Wednesday.
